Hvis du finder et 82 42 22 skal disse andres til henholdsvis: oktav, kvart, folio.
Eksempelvis: NKS 1957 82 skal sgges som NKS 1957 oktav

Hvad dakker handskriftsamlingens brevbase?

Brevbasen indeholder ca. 200.000 poster pa breve i handskriftsamlingens arkiver og handskrifter. Nogle af
posterne daekker enkeltbreve, andre deekker kun hele korrespondancer. Dertil kommer 100.000 poster i et
tilleg til brevbasen.

Brevbasen bygger pa indtastning af handskriftsamlingens alfabetiske kortkatalog over brevskrivere og
brevmodtagere, kaldet brevregistranten.

Det alfabetiske kortkatalog over brevskrivere og brevmodtagere blev udarbejdet i perioden 1901-1987. |
1901-1902 tog H. O. Lange initiativet til en seddelregistrant, der skulle omfatte alle bibliotekets tilgeengelige
brevsamlinger. Man startede en registrering af brevene i eksisterende samlinger, samtidig med at
principperne for denne registrering blev anvendt pa registreringen af brevene i nytilkkomne erhvervelser.
Denne praksis blev fortsat til slutningen af 1980’erne, hvor man gik over til at registrere arkiver digitalt.
Brevbasen daekker hovedparten af de breve, der var i handskriftsamlingen pa dette tidspunkt. Siden 1987
har man enten registreret breve enkeltvis i bibliotekssystemet eller lavet brevskriverlister over breve i de
arkiver, der blev registreret. Disse brevskriverlister findes ofte som PDF-filer tilknyttet katalogposten pa
arkivet.



Hvad daekker handskriftsamlingens brevbase ikke?

Brevbasen er et godt udgangspunktet for sggning af breve i handskriftsamlingen, men der er mange breve,
der ikke er registreret i basen.

De fglgende typer breve er ikke registreret i brevbasen:

- Arkiver med signaturerne ”Utilg.” og “Tilg.” samt samlinger med et accessions- og Igbenummer
(f.eks. Acc. 1994/17).

- larkiver med signaturen NKS (Ny Kongelig Samling) er enkelte korrespondancer ikke registreret. Det
kan veere brevene i omfattende familiearkiver eller breve, der fandtes bevaringsvaerdige, men hvor
man i sin tid ikke mente, at indsatsen i forbindelse med registreringen af enkeltbreve stod mal med
udbyttet. Det kan ogsa vaere breve, der er registreret i trykte kataloger (eksempelvis Karin
Michaélis’ omfattende brevsamling).

Hvordan er handskriftsamlingens brevbase blevet udvidet?

Brevene i en rekke betydningsfulde personarkiver er ikke registreret i basen, fordi de ikke var blevet
registreret i brevregistranten men i en raekke selvstaendige seddelkartoteker. Det geelder eksempelvis
brevene i Georg Brandes’ arkiv, Karen Blixens arkiv og Carl Nielsens arkiv, og stgrre brevsamlinger efter Otto
Gelsted, Poul Henningsen, Johannes V. Jensen, Carl Madsen, Lis Jacobsen, Harald Nielsen, Robert
Neiiendam, Emmy og Holger Drachmann, Harald Bergstedt og P. V. Jensen Klint. Det geelder ligeledes breve i
Gyldendals Forlags arkiv og Det danske Sprog- og Litteraturselskabs arkiv. Sedlerne i disse seddelkartoteker
eriarene 2019-2022 blevet transskriberet ved hjaelp af Transkribus og derfor er disse oplysninger gjort
tilgeengelige som et tillaeg til den oprindelige brevbase.

Er der ophavsret pa brevene?

Guide to the Manuscript Collection's Letter Database

The Manuscript Collection's letter database is in the process of being integrated into the library system.
Eventually, the database records will be directly linked to the catalogue records for the archives they refer
to. The archive records in the library system will come to resemble the record for e.g. NBD 2. rk.

How do | look up the Manuscript Collection's letter database?

When you open the Excel spreadsheet, you can search by letter title, sender, recipient, date, shelf mark, and
any references and notes.

Once you have found the relevant letters, you can order them for consultation in our Research Reading
Room. You order by searching for the shelf mark (“opstillingssignatur”/“samling”).

Certain shelf marks require you to adjust your search in our library system.
If you find 89, 49, or 29, these should be changed to: oktav, kvart, folio respectively.
For example: NKS 1957 82 should be searched as NKS 1957 oktav.

Similarly, some of the archive shelf marks are abbreviated. If you are unsure about the sub-collection
signatures, you can find the list here.

What does the Manuscript Collection's letter database cover?

The letter database contains approximately 200,000 records for letters in the Manuscript Collection's
archives and manuscripts. Some records cover individual letters, others cover entire correspondences. In
addition, there are 100,000 records in a supplement to the letter database.

The letter database is based on the digitization of the Manuscript Collection's alphabetical card catalogue of
letter writers and recipients, known as the letter register (“brevregistranten”).

The alphabetical card catalogue of letter writers and recipients was compiled between 1901 and 1987. In
1901-1902, H. O. Lange initiated a register intended to cover all of the library's available letter collections.
Registration of letters in existing collections began, while the principles for this registration were
simultaneously applied to newly acquired items. This practice continued until the late 1980s, when the
library transitioned to digital registration of archives. The letter database covers the majority of letters that
were in the Manuscript Collection at that time. Since 1987, letters have either been registered individually
in the library system, or letter-writer lists have been created for archives that were registered. These letter-
writer lists are often available as PDF files attached to the catalogue record for the archive.

What does the Manuscript Collection's letter database not cover?



The letter database is a good starting point for searching for letters in the Manuscript Collection, but many
letters are not registered in the database.

The following types of letters are not registered in the letter database:

- Archives with the shelf marks "Utilg." and "Tilg.", as well as collections with an accession and
sequence number (e.g., Acc. 1994/17).

- Inarchives with the shelf mark NKS (Ny Kongelig Samling / New Royal Collection), certain
correspondences are not registered. This may include letters in extensive family archives, or letters
deemed worth preserving but where the effort of registering individual letters was not considered
proportionate to the benefit. It may also include letters registered in printed catalogues (such as
Karin Michaélis's extensive letter collection).

How has the Manuscript Collection's letter database been expanded?

The letters in a number of significant personal archives are not registered in the database, because they
have been recorded in a series of separate card indexes. This applies, for example, to the letters in the
archives of Georg Brandes, Karen Blixen, and Carl Nielsen, as well as larger letter collections from Otto
Gelsted, Poul Henningsen, Johannes V. Jensen, Carl Madsen, Lis Jacobsen, Harald Nielsen, Robert
Neiiendam, Emmy and Holger Drachmann, Harald Bergstedt, and P. V. Jensen Klint. This also applies to
letters in the Gyldendal Publishers' archive (Gyldendals Forlags Arkiv) and the archive of the Danish
Language and Literature Society (Det danske Sprog- og Litteraturselskabs arkiv). The individual cards from
these indexes were transcribed between 2019 and 2022 using Transkribus, making this information
available as a supplement to the original letter database.

Is there copyright on the letters?

If a letter is more than 140 years old, you may freely use it. For more recent material, see more about
